Instructions for Electronic Submission of Papers

2nd Joint Meeting of the U.S. Sections of the Combustion Institute

Submission

The Western States Section of the Combustion Institute will be distributing papers from the 2nd Joint Meeting of the U.S. Sections of the Combustion Institute in CD-ROM format. CD-ROMs will be prepared by GE Energy and Environmental Research under the direction of Jerald Cole. Each CD-ROM will contain all of the meeting papers in PDF format, along with copies of Adobe Acrobat Reader® for most common computer operating systems. 

Presentation of your paper is contingent upon receipt of an electronic version and two printed copies (for the reading room) of your paper no later than March 23, 2001.

For the CD-ROM, all papers should preferably be in Adobe portable document format (PDF). The electronic PDF files can be submitted either on electronic media or by e-mail to:

Preparation

PDF file can be created from most word processing files (e.g. MS Word) by using Adobe® PDF Writer®, or Adobe®Acrobat®Exchange. Each paper should be prepared as a single PDF file with all graphics included. Authors are free to incorporate any and all special features available with PDF files. However it is recommended that close attention be paid to usage of specialized fonts and certain conventions for inclusion of graphics. If non-standard fonts are not included when the PDF file is generated, or if graphic files are not properly converted they may not be readable or printable by others.

Authors who do not have access to Adobe® PDF Writer®, Adobe®Acrobat®Exchange or other PDF software should contact the WSS/CI Papers Chair to make special arrangements. Papers can be accepted in some popular word processing file formats, as well as in PostScript® format. However, the quality and content of the final document cannot be guaranteed. Please plan to submit non-PDF files early so that file convertibility can be confirmed.

For authors who cannot provide materials in electronic format (for example, photographs, vellum drawings, or graphics generated by non-PostScript hardware) special provisions can be made to have the documents scanned and converted to PDF. However, there will be a charge of $5.00 per page (8.5” x 14” maximum, with minimum 1” margins all around). Authors exercising this option should plan to submit their papers at least one month in advance of the meeting.
